
Transatlantic Forestry Master
 A 2-year Master program leading to a European and a Canadian degree

TRANSFOR-M students will be educated in modern 
sustainable forest and environmental management 
approaches that are sensitive to cultural and situational 
differences. They acquire an enhanced global view 
that accommodates multi-cultural perspectives about 
economic and environmental issues. Each student will 
spend one year in Canada and one year in Europe in an 
English-language Master program. 

The program includes an intensive 3-week field course 
in participating universities in Canada (BC, Alberta 
and New Brunswick) and a 3-week course in the 
participating universities in Europe (Finland, Germany, 
Sweden and Wales). Qualilfiying students will be 
funded for travel and living expenses while abroad.
