Oral Questioning – Amnesiac
1. The teacher:
a. chooses one student 
b. has that student sit in front of the class
c. places the name of a well-known person above the head of the student in way that that student couldn’t see but the rest of the class could
2. The students may give clues to try help the one student determine his/her identity
3. The student up front: 
a. may ask Yes or No questions of the class to help determine his/her identity:
i. “Am I…?”
ii. “Do I…?
iii. “Can I…?
iv. “Did I…?
b. can only have 10 tries to try and guess their identity
4. The student who guesses their identity in the least amount of tries wins!

Variations:
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]The teacher may also assign animals or objects as the secret identity
