Board Games – The Metro
1. The teacher:
a. creates a set of cards with images of monuments from one city on them
b. finds and prints out a class set of a metro map from the city
2. The students:
a. choose a monument card
b. ask a partner for directions to that monument using the provided map
i. the partner can choose to give them accurate directions or lead them astray
c. must pay attention to be sure their partner is giving them good directions
d. switch once the person has successfully given directions so the other partner can give directions
e. can choose a new monument card and complete the exercise again

Variations:
a. The teacher can make this into a competition by splitting the students into teams; first team where all the members correctly arrive at the monument win
b. The teacher can also use a street map instead of a metro map
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]The teacher can ask students to alternate language forms between speaking formally to a stranger and speaking informally to a friend or family member
