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Requirements and Application Procedure 

Enhancing Qualitative Understanding of Illness Processes and Prevention (EQUIPP) Program

The IIQM EQUIPP Program, offered through the IIQM, (under the auspices of the Faculty of Nursing, University of Alberta) is designed for researchers who desire specialized study in qualitative methods. It is not an academic degree granting program, but an individualized program of study designed to the objectives set by the student or scholar. 

EQUIPP participants may enroll for either a one or two year program. Year One consists of an intensive course load for the first section, followed by a Research Residency in the second section. The optional Year Two provides support for those who wish to maintain a close relationship with faculty and mentors as they conduct their own research project.

Those accepted for EQUIPP Program at the IIQM are not officially enrolled at the University of Alberta but attend through special arrangement; no degree or academic credit is awarded. Although no official transcript is issued, a certificate is provided upon completion of study. 

Application for EQUIPP 
Applications for EQUIPP must be completed and returned to the IIQM.  A $50.00 application fee, payable to the International Institute of Qualitative Methodology, is required upon application to the program.  Upon acceptance to the program, the fee will be processed.  Applicants must hold a minimum of a master’s degree in a relevant area. 

Applications for entry into the program in May, 2005 are due March 15, 2005.

Acceptance letters will be sent out when all placements are approved.
Reference Letter 
A letter of reference written on your behalf by a leader at your institution attesting to your professional or academic capability is required. Letters are to be sent directly to the International Institute for Qualitative Methodology by the deadline of March 15, 2005.

	Test of English as a
Foreign Language (TOEFL)
For students who are not native speakers of English, a minimum score of 580 on the TOEFL is required.  Applicants with superior academic standing who do not meet the English language requirements but who have a TOEFL score between 530 and 577 (paper-based) or 197 and 233 (computer-based) and who meet all other faculty-specific program requirements may be considered for conditional acceptance but will be required, at your own expense, to take Alberta’s ESL 140/145 during your stay.

Immigration
All International visitors will be required to comply with Canadian Immigration Policies and Procedures.  Applicants must consult Citizen & Immigration Canada for details and forms required to study in Canada.  (http://www.cic.gc.ca)  

Health Care Insurance 
Health care insurance during the period of study is required by the University of Alberta.  You can only obtain Alberta Health Care Insurance if you can prove that you will be here 12 months or more.  If you will be studying at the University of Alberta for less than 12 months and therefore do not qualify for the Alberta Health Care Insurance Plan, you will be required to obtain private health care insurance.

Emergency Contacts

You will be required, prior to your arrival, provide the IIQM and the Faculty of Nursing with names and addresses of people we may contact in case of emergency.  This must include a local contact as well as a contact in your resident country.

*The application fee in the amount of $50.00 is required and must accompany the application form.  Fees can be paid by cheque or by VISA/Mastercard and are payable to the International Institute of Qualitative Methodology.  Upon acceptance, IIQM will provide a detailed report of the mandatory fees.

**Enrolment in University of Alberta credit courses and payment of related fees, are the responsibility of the applicant.  International applicants will be subject to International fees as set by the University of Alberta. 

Housing and Cost of Living
University housing is limited and availability is dependent on the season. You may request, however, a listing of other facilities located near campus.  As you make your plans, you should allow sufficient time and money to find appropriate accommodations.   

Depending on your standard of living, living costs in Edmonton may range from $9,500 to $13,000 per year. Below is an estimate of what it might cost a single student to live in Edmonton for 12 months. Please note that this is a very minimal estimate and is subject to change.

There are single students, such as those living in shared accommodation on campus, who are able to live on less than this estimate, while others require more. If, as a single student, you do not want to share accommodation, budget an additional $2500 per year in living expenses.

This estimate is only a guideline. It will permit an adequate but far from luxurious standard of living. Your first month will be expensive because of settling-in costs such as paying an extra month's rent as a damage deposit and purchasing warm clothing,  Keep in mind that the above figure does not include any money for returning home or visiting other parts of Canada or the United States. Nor does it make allowance for the 7% Goods and Services Tax (G.S.T.).
