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4 Possible Paper Topics

Pick four potential paper topics.  In a few sentences, briefly describe each topic and explain how it would relate to public expenditure.
Examples:
How does government funding of post-secondary institutions affect the market for degrees?

How do student loans work and what are alternatives?


How did the more generous EI benefits affect Canadians?

Effects of the Pooled Registered Pension Plan.
Can the PAYGO trap be escaped?

Social costs and benefits of snow removal.

Should the government shovel city sidewalks or fine citizens who fail to shovel their sidewalks?

Notes:
1) Topics can come from economic theory, statistics, observation, or an academic article.  You will eventually need academic articles for your final paper. (www.googlescholar.com  is useful to find articles).

2) Taxation is a separate course, therefore papers on government taxation or revenue will not be acceptable.

3) Only one topic must be examined in the final paper, but an initial selection of four possible options makes it more likely that one option is valid for a 3rd year public expenditure paper.  
4) You are free to change your topic at any time.

5) Your final paper will need to be 12 point Times New Roman font, double spaced, 1 inch margins.  Learning this formatting early will help your final mark.
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
