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1) Paper Thesis/Paper Question
In one or two sentences, summarize the purpose of your paper.  If you can’t summarize your paper in one or two sentences, you need to rethink your topic.
2) Initial Introduction
Produce a first draft of a (partial) introduction of your paper.  Include:
a) Description of topic, including relevant issues and definitions.  Why should the reader care about your topic?

b) Background of your topic (if applicable).  What is the history and what changes have occurred (especially recently)?
c) Applicable statistics, including sources.  List the most recent statistics possible.
Notes:

-You have the OPTION of covering ONE TOPIC in-depth (1.5-2 pages) or introduce TWO TOPICS briefly (0.75-1 page each). 
-Economic papers are always organized by headings.  USE HEADINGS.  Don’t make your reader guess when one section finishes and a new one starts.

-The paper thesis CANNOT be more than a few sentences.

-Make note of the margin restrictions. 
-Feel free to change topics at any time if your original topic(s) hit dead ends.
-Your next project report will deal cover one academic article (Wikipedia doesn’t count).  You can start searching through Google scholar or Econlit.  

-The back page is an example of one topic presentation (Not serious, for example only).
1. Paper Thesis

The Canadian Federal Government has long been plagued by the battle between political parties for control of the country, resulting in inefficient and contrary policies.  I should instead be made Benevolent Emperor of Canada.

2. Introduction

 In February of 2006, the Conservative Party of Canada was elected to lead the Federal Government in Canada.  Several of their policies have proved unpopular, such as the new income trust taxation policies of 2006 and the handling of the G8 summit of 2010.  In addition, the Conservative Government was unable to avoid the global financial collapse emanating from the United States in 2008/2009.
