Examples:

Has the popularity of the Ipod and Podcasts had an impact on the theatre industry?

3) Motivation

For each Applied Paper topic, give a description of the motivation driving the topic.  Motivation can come from economic theory, statistics, observation, or an article.  At least one article must be referenced (www.googlescholar.com  is useful for this).

Note:  Only one question must be examined in the final paper, but an initial selection of four possible questions makes it more likely that data will be available for at least one question.  Although late project reports will be accepted, they will penalize the final applied paper as explained in the course syllabus.
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
