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1) Economic Question
Pick one economic question you would like to investigate.
Ie: How does income affect TV viewing?

2) Economic Model
Sketch an economic model that can answer your question.  You must include at least 3 non-dummy x variables (variables that have more than a yes-no answer).

Ie: TV viewing = f(income, unemployment, weather, inflation) 

3) Data Description
Describe in detail each variable in your model:

Ie: TV viewing = average weekly TV viewing per city

4) Data Summary

For each variable, report the mean, standard deviation, maximum and minimum values.  Also include correlations between variables.

5) Data Listing

Attach a printout of your data.  If you have more than 100 observations, only the first 100 need be printed.  This data printout does not count towards your report length.  Remember that a valid data set needs to have at least approximately 40 valid data points.
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
