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1) Paper Question
State the relationship your paper is investigating
2) Initial Regression
Using all applicable variables, run a simple linear regression using your data and fully report it.

3) Alternate Functional Form

Run your regression using AT LEAST one additional Functional Form.  Fully report this regression.  Using any valid comparison method, make an argument for the better model.

4) Multicollinearity/ Omitted Variable Tests

Examine your model for Multicollinearity and omitted variables.  Fix as needed.

5) Significance Tests

Test your model for overall significance, individual significance, and joint significance.  Fix as needed.

6) Interpretation

Using your final model, interpret your coefficients.

7) Hypothesis Tests

Conduct hypothesis tests related to your project questions.

Note: Omitting any of the above items will result in a one day penalty added to one’s cumulative total.
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
